
Trained as a classical violinist, Toronto 
musician Alex Cheung continues his 
journey through many different musical 
styles and genres. He has had the 
opportunity to perform Folk, Celtic, 
Pop/Rock, Country, Jazz, R&B, and Classical 
music. Alex has accompanied many 
singer/songwriters over the years, creating 
beautiful melodies on the violin, sometimes 
through improvisation and other times 
through collaboration with the artists 
themselves. He has performed in music 
venues of all shapes and sizes – from the 
intimate Free Times Cafe in Toronto to the 
Montreal Jazz Festival in front of tens of 

thousands of people in 2005.  In 2006, Alex received accolades from Peter Gabriel (Genesis) for 
his remix of Gabriel's 1982 hit “Shock the Monkey”. 
 
Alex currently teaches violin, music theory and computer music. He teaches privately, as well as 
at University Settlement’s Music & Arts School, and at Yip's Music and Montessori School in 
Thornhill.  He is a certified Suzuki Violin Method Teacher and a member of Suzuki Association of 
the Americas.  He is a member of several GTA based-bands including: the McFlies, an acoustic 
80's band with a twist; the Parkdale Revolutionary Orchestra, where classical meets art rock;
