Valuables 

 No valuables please. Items such as hand-held video games, sports equipment, money, mp3 players, cell phones, 
etc. should be left at home as we cannot guarantee the security of these items. 

Sign out takes place in the basement  

 Each week day program finishes at 5:30 and children must be picked up no later than 6 pm. Each child must be 
signed out by the person authorized to do so. Please note the policy on late fees   

Late Fees: 

 Parents who are late picking up their children (weekdays no later than 6 pm) will be charged a “late fee” of $5.00 
for the first five minutes and $2.00 for each additional five minutes.  

Refunds 

 If a child misses a day NO credit or refund is offered. 

 Full week refunds are only due to exceptional circumstances at the discretion of the Dept Director.  

 A Doctor’s note must accompany refund or credit request due to illness or injury. 

 Refund provided minus cost of any classes taken to that point and a $25 administration fee 

 Credit note only issued in exceptional circumstances. Credit provided minus cost of any classes taken to that 
point and $25 administration fee. Credit note Expires after 1 year 

 If unforeseen circumstances arise, (weather, transit strike) there is no refund, no make-up class
